EVAC UATION

Remain calm.
+ Use the nearest exit (but be prepared
to locate an alternate exit).
+ Do NOT use elevators! K
+ Gather personal belongings
(medication, keys, purses, wallets, etc.)
if safe to do so.
+ Follow directions given by emergency personnel.
+ Assist persons with disabilities or injuries without
jeopardizing your safety.
+ Ifyou are unable to evacuate due to a
physical disability, go to an area designated for
“Rescue Assistance” (e.g., stairwell). Ask others to
inform emergency personnel of your location.
IF THERE IS TIME: Secure any hazardous materials
or equipment before leaving.
